I. Injury Reports Discussion-
There were 21 new student injuries reported between February 25, 2013 and March 20, 2013: Eleven at Pioneer; two at May Roberts; two at OMS; four at OHS and two at Alameda. Through March 20, 2013, 81 student injuries have been reported in the 2012-2013 school year. 
There were 4 new non-student injuries reported between February 25, 2013 and March 20, 2013. Through March 20, 2013, 41 non-student injuries have been reported in the 2012-2013 school year.
A review of the student and non-student injuries resulted in a decision that none of them were caused by a safety issue, but were the result of normal student interactions and/or winter conditions.

III. Safety Inspections Discussion – Several have not been turned in so please try to get them completed before the end of the month.
IV. Safety Presentation – Sam Lopez – Personal Protective Equipment – It is the Employer’s responsibility to conduct a hazard assessment of their workplaces to determine what hazards are present that require the use of protective equipment.  Workers who are required to wear personal protective equipment must be trained to use protective equipment properly. The employer must then provide employees with the appropriate protective equipment and require them to use and maintain it. Sam provided everyone with an OSHA Fact Sheet and Training and Reference Materials Library information handouts for Personal Protective Equipment.

Gabby Gonzalez – Proper Ladder & Step Stool Use-Use only ladders that are in good condition and designed to handle the climbing job that needs to be done.  Train employees on proper ladder use.  Make proper ladder use a performance requirement for the job.  Require employees to complete a ladder inspection before each use.  Gabby provided handouts for Ladder & Step Stool Safety Tips and also a Ladder Safety Checklist.
Bob Bennett asked that everyone dispose of any wooden ladders they have.  Also, never use or buy a ladder or step stool that does not have a UL sticker. 

Laurie Duerr-Eye Irrigation Procedures-Do not panic and shout out for help to allow co-workers to assist you. Get to the eye wash station and turn the eye wash on.  Contact lenses must be removed to ensure that chemicals are not trapped behind them and then the eyes can be completely rinsed of any harmful chemicals.  Hold eyelids open direct water stream at the base of the nose.  Flush eyes and eyelids for a minimum of 15 minutes rolling eyes around to ensure full rinsing.  Medical attention should be sought immediately by another person if possible. Inform the physician of the chemical you were exposed to. Laurie provided a handout outlining the Emergency Eye Wash Procedures.
Concern was brought up about having an eye wash station at each building and Bob was not sure that every building had one.  Bob will be double checking on locations and address the needs for each school.

V. Safety Presentation for April 23rd–Denise Quaid – Workplace Trips/Falls Safety Precautions and Julianna Wozniak – Proper Lifting/Moving/Carrying Techniques.
