1. Injury Reports Discussion-
There were 12 student injuries reported between March 18, 2014 and April 28, 2014: two at Pioneer; five at Aiken; two at Alameda; and three at OHS. Through April 28, 2014, 98 student injuries have been reported in the 2013-2014 school year. 

There were 5 non-student injuries reported between March 18, 2014 and April 28, 2014. Through April 28, 2014, 47 non-student injuries have been reported in the 2013-2014 school year.
A review of all the student and non-student injuries resulted in a decision that none of them were caused by a safety issue, but were the result of normal student interactions and/or things that could be easily resolved. Scott Brown called Eric and they had a discussion of the current injuries reported since the numbers were so high.  Their conversation resulted in a decision also, that most were regular incidents caused by everyday interactions.

3. Safety Inspections Discussion – Every location had a Safety Inspection completed for April.
4. Safety Presentation – Laurie Duerr – Safe Chemical Use – Laurie gave each member a handout detailing Managing Safe Chemical Use and the details for the Globally Harmonized System of Classification and Labeling of Chemicals (GHS).  The Hazard Communication rules changed significantly in 2013-2014 with the implementation of the Global Harmonization System (GHS) format for Safety Data Sheet (SDS) and Pictograms. This format and pictogram system will eventually be used worldwide but is required to be in all our books by June 1, 2015. The label includes:

· The product identifier – includes the name of the product.  It will be on the label and the safety data sheet (SDS).

· Pictograms – There are eight pictograms that indicate the type of hazards caused by the product.

· Supplier identification – is the name and contact information of the manufacturer, distributor, or importer.

· Signal words – There are two signal words, Danger or Warning.  Labels will have only one of these words. Danger means the product causes more severe hazards.

· Precautionary statements – say what to do to stay safe while using the product.

· Hazard statements – tell how the product can harm you. 
Remember the different parts on the label will help you stay safe.  It will help you decide how to store it, quickly help you know what to do in case of an emergency and the pictograms will identify the hazards associated with the chemical.
Verbal communication needs to be done with all employees and needs to be documented.  Eric will be setting up training for all Custodial and Administrative staff to set up standard for expectations for use, storage and handling of chemicals in the District.

5. Comments- Bob Bennett reminded everyone that the Fire inspectors will be coming around without notice.  He found barbecues inside the buildings, propane tanks in the leadership room.  If you are going to use them please do not store inside the building.  If they came from home, use them and take them back home.  Never store them inside a building without removing the fuel source.
New Employees are moving in and other employees are moving out of rooms so please watch how they are moving and help them to use carts, offer help and do it properly.
