I. Injury Reports Discussion-
There were 9 student injuries reported between April 28, 2014 and May 26, 2014: one at Pioneer; one at Alameda; four at May Roberts and three at OHS. Through May 26, 2014, 107 student injuries have been reported in the 2013-2014 school year. 

There were 7 non-student injuries reported between April 28, 2014 and May 26, 2014. Through May 26, 2014, 54 non-student injuries have been reported in the 2013-2014 school year.
A review of all the student and non-student injuries resulted in a decision that none of them were caused by a safety issue, but were the result of normal student interactions and/or things that could be easily resolved. Alberto will check and find out why the racks were stacked on top of the cambro while they were unloading it to see if there is a better way to handle it.

III. Safety Inspections Discussion – All the building inspections were completed but one for the month of May.
IV. Safety Presentation – Gabby Gonzalez – Classroom Setup and Prep – We were all given handouts entitled Year-end preparation and Classroom set-up. In many school districts, an increase in the number of staff injuries occurs each year at the beginning of the year when staff is moving into classrooms and at the end of the year when staff moves materials out and takes down room decorations.  Some of the tasks are:

· Lifting and moving boxes of material to and from high shelves and to and from vehicles. Proper equipment should be used to make the tasks easier and reduce the risk of injury.  They are carts, hand trucks, step stools and ladders.

· When packaging up materials, keep the boxes at a manageable weight. Do not overfill them.

· When lifting boxes use good body mechanics by keeping the load close to your body, flex your knees, maintain the curve in your lower back when lifting and push your tailbone back and look forward.

· Practice ladder safety by using the right ladder or step stool for the job when accessing high shelves (instead of a chair or box). Ensure the ladder is in good condition.(no damage to the rails or rungs).

If you see someone not using the proper steps for any of the tasks listed above offer assistance using the proper equipment. Don’t be in a hurry.  It is better to remind and help than to have a safety issue.  Also, be sure to inform the new staff members where the equipment is located at each school for their use.
V. Comments- Eric noted that the building inspections were completed more often than any other year and this resulted in ending the year without any major issues in any of the buildings.  Everyone did a good job this last year!
