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Safety Committee Meeting Minutes
October 29, 2013
I. Safety Presentation – Frank’s Extinguisher Service-Jesse from Frank’s Extinguisher Service provided the training on the use of the extinguisher before we exercised our knowledge.  All extinguishers should be stored in an easily accessible place.  Preferably attached to the wall in an unobstructed area and everyone in the building should be informed of its location.

The steps for discharging the extinguisher are:

1. Hold the extinguisher by the handle (not the lever and handle or you will not be able to pull the pin.
2. Break or Pull the pin

3. Aim at base of fire, approximately 8 feet away

4. Squeeze lever and handle, causing discharge
5. Sweep back and forth at the base of the fire while discharging contents

Monitor the expiration date to ensure that the pressure in the extinguisher is still at the prime level for discharging onto a fire.  There three ingredients essential to cause a fire and they are oxygen, heat and a fuel source. Each extinguisher has a label that states what type of fire its contents will put out.

A. Extinguisher with class label A is for use on wood, paper, textiles and rubbish fires.

B. Extinguisher with class label B is for use on flammable liquids.

C. Extinguisher with class label C is for use on electrical equipment.

D.  Extinguisher can have class ABC label or BC label so be aware of proper use for each label.

Just remember the essential steps pull(the pin), aim(at the bottom of the fire), squeeze(to discharge contents) and sweep(back and forth while walking toward fire staying approximately 8 feet back). 
II. Injury Reports Discussion-
There were 13 student injuries reported between September 24, 2013 and October 28, 2013: one at OMS; two at Pioneer; two at May Roberts; six at OHS; and two at Cairo. Through October 28, 2013, 23 student injuries have been reported in the 2013-2014 school year. 
There were eight non-student injuries reported between September 24, 2013 and October 28, 2013. Through September 23, 2013, 15 non-student injuries have been reported in the 2013-2014 school year.
A review of the student and non-student injuries resulted in a decision that none of them were caused by a safety issue, but were the result of normal student interactions and/or things that could be easily resolved.
