III. Safety Inspections Discussion – On 11-14 at OHS –Woodshop incident - Eric asked Laurie to check and make sure there is a guard on the router blade. On 11-19 at May Roberts-Employee incident with shelving – Bob has already replaced the shelving that caused this incident.
IV. Safety Presentation – Maria Nunez and Eric Norton – The subject was Ladder Safety and Proper Step Stool Use – Several handouts were given out to detail the proper use of ladders and step stools.

Common safety practices included: Choosing the right ladder for the job.  Checking the condition of the ladder before use. Rule1-for every four feet of ladder height, position the ladders base one foot away from the vertical support.  Secure the ladder as close to the top as you can.  Extend the ladder at least three feet above the supporting edge when climbing onto a roof or platform.  Free hands when climbing.  Carry tools, parts, etc., in an apron or belt or use a hand line or rung to hold them while you work.  Do not lean or stretch to reach your object work area, move the ladder.  

Stepstool and Stepladder Safety tips are:  Do not stand on the top two steps of a folding stepladder or stepstool.  Make sure that all four legs of the stepladder or stepstool are on even footing and that the spreader is fully opened.  Don’t use a stepladder as a straight ladder; the base can kick out and injure you.  Make sure the stepladder or stepstool is latched in the best position to perform the work.  If you must reach out or bend excessively, stop and reposition the ladder.  Inspect stepladders and stepstools for damage regularly.  Cracked steps and uprights or loose or missing parts can result in total collapse of the ladder/stool.
V. Comments- Bob Bennett reminded everyone to clean up the leaves in the entry ways because they are very slick when wet.  All of the mechanical rooms need to be locked and all the old chemicals need to be cleaned out and properly disposed of.  Keep the gravel raked in under the playground equipment to avoid injuries to students. Also Bob asked everyone to check their ladders and make sure we do not have any aluminum ladders in the district.  They should all be fiberglass and if not please let Bob know so he can collect them.  
Please take time to use the proper ladder for the job and when the job is compete be sure to secure the ladder properly when storing it.  

Eric asked that everyone let him know (email him) of the needs for each school for replacement of ladders, stepstools etc. 

Bob reminded everyone that he will be testing all of the alarm systems at all of the schools over the Holidays.  Also, ice melt can be used on the Aiken sidewalks this year but OHS and OMS should not use it on the new cement this year.
