III. Safety Presentation-Eric Norton: Wellness and Sleep-It was discussed that the amount of sleep we need varies between individuals. Elementary children need from 10-11 hours of sleep, teens need 8 ½ to 9 hours of sleep, and adults need 7 to 9 hours.  The average for adults is reported to be six or fewer hours of sleep per night.  The following suggestions were made to help improve your quality of sleep. (1) You should maintain the same sleep patterns. (2) Avoid stimulants late in the day.  (3) Avoid computers, video games, exercise, large meals and alcohol within two hours before your bedtime. (4)  Sleep in a cooler (65 to 69) environment. (5) Avoid daytime naps over 30 minutes. (6)  Exercise regularly two hours prior to bed.
