As the 2019/2020 school year comes to a close, we would like to thank you for being our partners in
your child’s education. During this time, the staff at Ontario School District focused on engaging
students in meaningful activities while also recognizing how the transition to distance learning in the
COVID-19 context resulted in a very different educational experience. In order to provide you with
feedback on learning for your student, while balancing these changes and disruptions, you will see
changes in report cards.

If a student receives a “NG” they will be held harmless and will move to the next grade level unless a
team has been convened to consider retention for reasons that do not include participation during
distance learning. Also, attendance will not be included on report cards for the spring 2020 trimester.
